Fairfax Civitans continued with monthly program/business meetings through the summer. The speakers were interesting and their programs to support folks with Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities were impressive and encouraging.

Our Club continues to search for fund-raising opportunities in this pandemic, though we are discouraged and options were limited because of the resurgence of Covid variants.   So far, we have managed to meet benevolence objectives reflected in our budget, including a $10,000 grant to the Civitan International Research Center in Alabama.  We hope for fundraising help via sales of White House Ornaments and, hopefully, through sometime partnerships with Fairfax City and its imaginative community social events.  

We Civitans held a zoom Chesapeake District Convention at the end of August, and also a Board meeting of our Foundation for Children with Intellectual and Development Disabilities.  An “hybrid” (both virtual and face to face) International Convention was held at the end of July.  Our local Club was heavily involved in all of these gatherings. 

On 2 September, our Club will hold a program/business meeting.  At that meeting, the officers and other Board members for the coming year will be installed, with the new Civitan year starting on 1 October.  We also will discuss several fund-raising options, including being chosen to be one of the non-profit organizations supporting beer sales at the City’s October Festival.

Although our origin was in Centreville, VA, we are proud residents of the City of Fairfax.  As of July 1, all Loyal Order of the Moose Lodges have converted to being One Moose. This means that our membership is no longer exclusively for men.  All members of our Women of the Moose (WOTM) organization automatically became full voting members of the Loyal Order of the Moose. We are excited about this change and are looking forward to the dynamic civic leadership that all members can offer to the organization.

You may have heard the saying, “A burden heavy to one is borne lightly by many.” This is at the core of the Moose organization and what makes us unique in our Lodges, local communities and charitable “cities” that we support. Our roots can be traced to 1888 and the founder of the Moose, Dr. Henry Wilson, who successfully established the first Lodge in Louisville, Kentucky. In the early years, the Moose was to serve a modest goal of offering men an opportunity to gather socially, to care for one another’s needs and celebrate life together.

Since those early years, our fraternal  organization rapidly expanded to include valuable service to our communities, care for children and teens in need at Mooseheart Child City & School , a 1,000-acre campus, located 40 miles west of Chicago and care for our senior members at Moosehaven, a 70-acre retirement community near Jacksonville, Florida.

In addition to Mooseheart and Moosehaven, the Moose fraternity’s Heart of the Community effort is multifaceted with internally developed programs like Tommy Moose. Tommy Moose aids in helping children overcome fears and anxiety during times of stress. Donated to law enforcement, fire fighters and other emergency workers, Tommy Moose plush dolls are presented to children in various traumatic situations. The external focus of our service is directed towards many worthwhile national charities, a few of which are: Salvation Army, Safe Surfin’USA Foundation, Big Brothers-Big Sisters, and St. Jude. Locally we have provided donated food to the Lamb Center, the Van Dyke Blessing box, and some selected shelters in the area.

At the VA State Convention on August 19 our lodge donated an entire car load of personal hygiene and cleaning supplies for the VetsHouse. 

We have slowly been rejuvenating our Lodge’s community service programs and look forward to working with the American Legion on the next Honor Flight that comes to DC.  We will be holding an open house to the community in late October to let the Fairfax community get to know us better.
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The Optimist Club of Central Fairfax had many occasions to celebrate over the summer.   The first celebration was our club picnic on Sunday, July 18, our first in-person meeting in 18 months.  We celebrated being together again after so much time apart.   The club had another reason to celebrate in July.  On July 23, Nayana Xavier, our club’s Oratorical Contest winner at the District level, won the Optimist International Oratorical World Championship! We are so excited and happy for Nayana, and proud that our club was able to sponsor this amazing young person. Our club’s overwhelming choice as Volunteer of the Year was our Treasurer, Sue Bond. At the August board meeting, members came prepared to discuss resuming in-person board and club meetings, beginning in September.  But because concerns were raised about meeting in-person, the club has decided to continue to meet virtually for the near future.
